· List of medications related to obesity-related health conditions

· Documentation of prior supervised weight-loss attempts (i.e. copies of sign-in sheet, cancelled checks for commercial weight-loss programs, etc.)

· Documentation of days missed from work due to weight-related conditions

· Records from primary care physicians regarding treatment for obesity-related conditions

· Operative reports from prior surgery

Please note that this is not an overnight process. There are many required steps that involve multiple parties.  We will make every effort to expedite this process for you. We ask that you do not make unnecessary phone calls to the practice to inquire about your case status.
